Chinese Educators’ Visit

Fire Prevention Month is October and a visit from the Andover Volunteer Fire Department is planned for Tuesday, October 16th.  Grades 4 through 6 will gather outside to see some of the state-of-the-art instruments that are used to put out fires and save lives.  Unlike city fire trucks which can attach to fire hydrants for a water source, towns that rely on wells must use trucks which contain a large water supply within them.  Children in grades pre-k through 3 will meet the firemen in the classrooms. 
Next Friday will be an exciting day at Andover Elementary!  We will recognize the students who accepted the Governor’s Summer Reading Challenge and all students who participated will receive a certificate of recognition.  In the afternoon, there will be an assembly to distribute the certificates and to hold the drawing for the gift certificates to a book store.  I am still working with the cafeteria on a menu for Friday and am hopeful that the weather will allow us to eat outside.  During that day, we will also be hosting two educators from the Providence of Shandong, China.  They will be spending the following week in Marlborough, Hebron, and RHAM Middle and High School, developing “sister schools”.  Our two guests on Friday are Fang Chaoying, the Vice Principal and Senior Teacher of the Shandong Elementary Primary School, and Zhang Bingqi, Principal and Senior Teacher of Weifang Middle School.  The two administrators will be sitting in on classes and asking questions to better understand the American education system.  On Saturday, administrators from Marlborough and Andover will give the visitors a tour of some of the local points of interest to help them assimilate the New England culture.  Included in the road trip will be Nook Farm, including the Mark Twain House and Harriet Beecher Stowe (“the little woman who started the civil war”) House, The State Capitol, The New Britain Museum of American Art, Lyman Orchards, and yes, a stop at Pepé’s in New Haven for the best pizza in the world!   On Sunday, administrators from Hebron and Region 8 will take the visitors to Mystic Seaport for a travel back in time (of course, it is fraction of the time compared to the Great Wall). 
The Harvest Celebration is fast approaching, so some preliminary information should help families get prepared.  Wednesday, October 31st, is the date for the celebration, rain or shine.  The following guidelines were developed by the staff/parent committee last year.
Guidelines for Harvest Celebration
· Only costumes that are worn over street clothes will be allowed; no student will be allowed to disrobe in order to put on a costume.
· Sixth grade students may volunteer to help students in lower grades, participate as parade monitors, or participate in the parade.  

· Kindergarten would like student volunteers to help out with their students

· Students will be allowed to get ready at 1:30 p.m. and they will be called outside to line up for the parade, weather permitting, at 1:45 p.m.  

· The process of handing out goodies at the gazebo will be streamlined so students will have more time inside for their party.
· A clean-up announcement will be made in the classrooms at 2:45 p.m.

· Costumes may not include props and should not be so elaborate that it takes an engineer to assemble. Blood, guts, and gore have their place for those who choose, but in a school with pre-k as our youngest population, it is not appropriate.  Remember, in this day and age and with all the violence in schools, we need to model what is appropriate and be creative.

· No masks are allowed.  Face painting is fine.

· Please remember healthy food snacks and in moderation.    

Unless parents have been asked by the teacher or the room parent to assist in the preparation for the after-parade-party, it is requested that attendees assemble outside to take pictures.  In the event of rain, the parade will be in the gym.  Parents entering the school after the parade need to sign in at the main office.
