Board Policy Review – Adoption of the 4000 Series

2010 Meeting Dates

CREC and Hartford Magnet School Letters
The recent enactment of the Implementer Bill will increase tuition charges to the sending districts for three magnet schools.  Andover currently has six students enrolled in magnet schools.  
7.4 
Strategic School Profile
The Board reviewed the 2008 – 2009 Strategic School Profile which compiles data about Andover Elementary and compares it to the district reference group.  Class size continues to remain below the state average and the percentage of teachers with master’s degrees has risen roughly 20% since 2005 – 2006.  Students with disabilities spend the majority of their school day with non-disabled peers.  Andover spends $1615 less per student than other schools in the district reference group.

Special Education Projections
The school is confronted with a total of $57,087 of unbudgeted special education expenses for two autistic students.  The breakdown of the projections is as follows:  
· BCBA and ABA training - $36,625

· Outside evaluation and summer service - $5,710

· Extra support/OT/RDI training for new student - $14,752.
