1.0 Call to Order/Pledge of Allegiance  
Chairman Linddy called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Dr. Griffin.
2.0 Comments from the Public 
Suzanne Donahue and Rosemary Crandall informed the Board that the afternoon bus route for Bus #5 has not been reversed as is customary for the last 17 years thereby needlessly transporting 25 students up Route 6 during a busy time of day.  Nichols Bus Company changed the route to take advantage of the traffic light at the intersection of Routes 6 and 316 and to avoid pulling out onto Route 6 from Burnap Brook Road.  The Board agrees that reversing the afternoon route is safer.  Mr. Maneggia and some Board members will meet with Greg Burns to discuss the concern.  The issue of bus safety inside the bus, as well as students getting off the bus at undesignated stops will also be addressed.

Mrs. Valentini’s retirement party was attended by several staff, administrators and Board members.  Chairman Linddy presented her with a plaque in appreciation for many years of hard work and enthusiasm.

New Business
7.1  Report – Board Policy Committee
The Policy Committee consisting of Kim Hawes and Scott Sauyet met with CABE to begin the revision of Andover Elementary’s 40 year old policy manual.  The policy manual is divided into 9 sections.  CABE reviews each section and makes recommendations to either include, exclude or revise certain policies.  The recommendations are then considered by the Policy Committee, who in turn submit their revisions to CABE.  A revised version will then be distributed to the Board in order to include their input.  S. Sauyet anticipates the entire revision will take one year. 

7.2 Contract for Heating Oil
The Town of Andover and the Board of Education have agreed to purchase 35,000 gallons of heating oil from HOP Energy at a price of $3.0647/gallon from October 1, 2008 through September 1, 2009.  The price is well within the guidelines given by the Board.
7.3 Contract for Diesel Fuel
The Town of Andover, in conjuction with Andover Elementary, has agreed to purchase 21,000 gallons of low sulfur diesel fuel from Dime Oil Company at $3.15 per gallon from September 25, 2008 to June 30, 2009.  The price is well within Board guidelines.  
7.4 Grant Update
The consolidated grant for Title I funds has been filed with the State Department of Education.  The grants will provide assistance for students, professional development for teachers, and supplies for DARE.  The total funding request is $15,897.00.
7.5 Food Service Agreement
The Board reviewed the Food Service Agreement for the Andover School Lunch Progam for 2008 – 2009.  The language is appropriate and similar to previous agreements.  
A motion to approve the Food Service Agreement was made by S. Sauyet and seconded by K. Hawes.

7.6 Board of Education Meeting Dates
The schedule of regular Board of Education meetings for 2009 is as follows: January 14, February 11, March 11, April 8, May 13, June 10, July 8, August 12, September 9, October 14, November 11 and December 9, 2009.  The meetings will be held at 7:00 p.m. in the Andover Elementary School library.  Chairman Linddy will submit the schedule to the Town Clerk.  

A motion to approve the schedule of regular meetings for submission to the Town Clerk was made by S. Sauyet and seconded by W. Baver.

7.7 No Child Left Behind
The Board reviewed the Adequate Yearly Progress Report based on the 2008 Connecticut Mastery Test.  Andover Elementary students exceeded the targets set by the federal guidelines, with 98.4% of students at or above proficiency in math and 93.8% of students at or above proficiency in reading.  The targets for adequate yearly progress will continue to increase until they reach 100% in 2014.  
7.8 Payment to W. J. Mountford
Mr. Maneggia recommended a payment of $10,000 of the outstanding $25,360.05 be paid to W.J. Mountford.  Repairs to the boiler account for $5,755.92 of the remaining balance.  Further specifications need to be met before the final payment can be made. 
A motion to approve a payment of $10,000 to W.J. Mountford was made by S. Keeney and seconded by K. Hawes.
