Proposed Revised Board Policy for Tuition Students
The Policy Committee presented a revised policy addressing tuition students.  The revised policy proposes that non-resident staff with less than six years of service pay a tuition of 50% of the per pupil cost and staff with six or more years of service pay 25% of the per pupil cost.   The Board will consider the proposed tuition schedule and act on it at the April 8, 2009 regular meeting

2009-2010 Board Budget
Mr. Maneggia and Mr. Linddy presented the school budget to the Board of Finance in February.  The Board of Finance was very pleased with the low increase.

Kindergarten Enrollment
Based on current enrollment figures, there will be 46 incoming kindergarten students.  Superintendent Maneggia recommends three full time kindergarten teachers for the 2009 – 2010 school year.

Report on Usage of Inhalers
Inhaler usage among students has steadily declined since 2000.  A report presented to the Board shows nurse visits resulting in the use of inhalers peaked at 270 in June 2002.  Since 2006, the average number of visits resulting in inhaler usage is less than 3%.  The Board credits the decline to improvements made to the building.
