Report on the Connecticut Mastery Test Results
The Board reviewed Andover’s CMT results, as compared to statewide and surrounding district test scores.  Andover has continued to make progress every year.  The percent of students in each grade meeting and exceeding the state goal generally increases.

Adequate Yearly Progress Results
Based on the CMT results, Andover Elementary made adequate yearly progress for the 2008 – 2009 school year.  Andover’s adjusted percentage of students scoring at or above proficient on the CMTs in Math is 96.9% and 94.2% in Reading.  The state goals are 82% and 79% in Math and Reading respectively.

Tuition Payments 
There are two students attending Andover Elementary School on a tuition basis which will result in a revenue of $11,013.00.  Superintendent Maneggia requests the Board’s approval to request that the Town place this money in the school improvement account to defray the cost for roof replacement of the lower section of the gym entry/music room area.
