New Business
7.1  Superintendent’s Proposed 2009 – 2010 Budget
At a special meeting on January 21, 2009, the Board reviewed and received the superintendent’s proposed budget.  Since then, there have been a few adjustments:

· The budget will include only Andover’s share ($49,940) of the special education outplacement cost for the student attending the EastConn program in Coventry, instead of the entire $109,000.  In effect, Andover’s budget will increase by only 1.92%, instead of the originally projected 3.4%.  Of the $75,304 increase, $30,304 is for additional special education costs. 

· $2,221 will be transferred from the disability insurance account to the unemployment account.  
Mr. Linddy stated that the 1.92% budget increase is among the lowest in the state. 

A motion to adopt the Superintendent’s 2009 – 2010 Budget, with changes, was made by M. Davidson and seconded by D. Holtsclaw.
